Eligibility Criteria:

1. The candidate must be nominated by a nursing colleague and/or nursing supervisor.

2. Current membership in NACNS.

3. The candidate must have at least 3 years of experience as a Clinical Nurse Specialist.

4. The candidate must serve as a role model to nursing colleagues by:

a. Maintaining an outstanding level of skill and knowledge in their specialty area.

b. Utilizing or demonstrating CNS competencies in all 3 spheres of influence.

c. Demonstrating quality patient outcomes as a result of his/her practice.

d. Supporting nurses in the delivery of patient care or the advancement of nursing practice. 

e. Promoting change or collaboration at the system level to improve or impact patient care.

Award:

Nontransferable complimentary  NACNS annual conference registration, a plaque and one year complimentary membership to NACNS.  The award will be presented at the NACNS annual conference and the winner will be featured in the CNS journal.  The top five candidates will be introduced at the conference.

Selection:

Applications received by the deadline will undergo review by the selection committee appointed by the Board of Directors.   The recipient will be notified by a phone call from the President of NACNS, followed by a written congratulatory letter.  All candidate information must be received at the NACNS office by October 15, 2007.  This deadline will be strictly adhered to in the selection process.

Instructions:

1. The nominee should provide information supporting the nomination relating to the specific criteria for the award.

2. All submissions must be typed copy.

3. The nominee’s name should not appear anywhere in the body of the material submitted.  The nominee’s name should appear only on a separate cover page.

4. Two letters of recommendation must be submitted, one from the nominator, and the

second from a colleague or supervisor. The nominee’s name should not appear in the letter of recommendation.  Please refer to the nominee as “the candidate”.  Each of the criteria must be addressed in the letters with an example.   Submission from a physician or patient may also be included. All information will remain strictly confidential and will not be returned.

5. Selection is made based only on the information submitted.

6. Submit a separate statement of 300 words or less describing the nominee (excerpts will be read

when  presenting the award at the Annual Conference.)

7. Winner will be notified by December 31, 2007 and will be asked to submit a picture for 

recognition at the conference and within the CNS journal.
