Description of Clinical Nurse Specialist Foundation Scholarship

The purpose of the scholarship is to shape the future of CNS practice and education.  Thus, the CNS Foundation Nursing Scholarship was established to support students pursuing a master’s degree in an accredited clinical nurse specialist program or a clinical nurse specialist pursuing a PhD in nursing.  In addition to outstanding academic performance, clinical excellence, and leadership, the Foundation is looking for candidates who have had experience with other cultures, minority groups, and/or who have been or expect to be involved in efforts to address the needs of underserved populations and reduce health disparities.

The scholarship is an award of $1000 to a single individual.  There is a lifetime maximum of two CNS Foundation Scholarships.  The Scholarship Committee of the CNS Foundation will select the scholarship recipients each year.
Scholarship Criteria
The criteria for the scholarship are as follows:

1. Student must have been formally admitted to a Clinical Nurse Specialist program and be committed to taking at least 6 credit hours.  
2. Student must be a student member of NACNS.

3. Recipient must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale.

4. Recipient must provide evidence of clinical excellence.
5. Recipient must provide evidence of past leadership activity.

6. Recipient must provide evidence of experience with other cultures, minority groups, and/or efforts to address the needs of underserved populations and reduce health disparities.

Application Process

Interested applicants must submit the following materials to the CNS Foundation Scholarship Committee:
1. A completed application form (see attached).

2. A current resume/curriculum vita that includes information on professional and community service activities.

3. Two recommendations: one from a bachelor’s or master’s prepared nursing colleague, and one from a nursing faculty member addressing the applicant’s clinical excellence and leadership qualities.
