· Preparation as a CNS

· Member of NACNS in good standing

· Availability to present a summary of research work at the NACNS national conference

Research Award Criteria

· The CNS will have made significant contributions to autonomous nursing practice through the conduct of research

· The CNS’s program of research has potential to impact patients and families

· The CNS’s program of research furthers the mission and vision of NACNS

Nomination Procedure

· Complete nomination form
· Provide biographical information or up-to-date CV

· Provide two letters of support

· Provide listing of research studies and funding record (N/A if included in CV)
· Provide listing of research presentations and publications (N/A if included in CV)
· Submit all documentation electronically
Selection Process

The NACNS Research Committee reviews nominations and selects a recipient based on criteria. Recipient name and information will be submitted to NACNS Board and Foundation for final approval.
